Abstract
This text explains how to submit a contribu- tion to the 2025 Conference on Scientific Deepening. The layout of this document cor- responds to these specifications and is there- fore also an example.
The abstract is a short summary of the paper in a few sentences that provides the reader with an overview of the content. It should be a maximum of 175 words long.
CCS Concepts
ACM has its own official classification sys- tem. The complete list of these categories and a tool for generating CCS concepts can be found at the following link: https://dl.acm.org/ccs
Keywords
The paper should contain appropriate key- words. You must select these independently and they should describe the main topics of your work.
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1 Introduction
In order to achieve an appealing and uniform appearance of the conference proceedings, it is necessary that all authors use a uniform document format and layout. The paper should be 8-10 pages long including the bib- liography. Students who have completed a semester abroad can submit a poster.
2 Copyright Space
On the bottom left of the first page of the pa- per, students must enter the names of their supervisors in the appropriate places.
If there was no supervisor at a university and/or in the company, the corresponding sections must be deleted. There is also a cop- yright space for the Creative Common Li- cense on the last page. The name must be en- tered here independently. For English works, the text must be replaced with the English version:

3 Formatting the Content
The rules and descriptions in this document will enable you to create a satisfactory, ac- ceptable and standardized paper for submis- sion. In addition to this description of the


formatting requirements, we provide docu- ment templates for download on our confer- ence website. These are available in LaTeX and DOCX.
3.1 Formatting requirements
· Page size: DIN A5
· Top margin: 1,30 cm
· Bottum margin: 1,40 cm
· Left margin: 1,50 cm
· Right margin: 1,50 cm
· Number of columns: 2
· Vertical space between two para- graphs: 0,50 cm
· Indentation of paragraphs: none
· Title and author(s): centered above the text
No page numbers, headers or footers may be inserted in the article. These will be added by the editors for printing when the conference proceedings are set.
4 The Head Section
The title should have a maximum of two lines and use the "Post title" style sheet in Word (Helvetica 18-point bold font).
Below this are the names of the authors next to each other in the Word style sheet "Au- thors" (Helvetica, 12-point). Next (in the Word style sheet "Company / Institution" - Helvetica 9-point) is the company/institution and the names of the supervisors. The com- pany is on a separate line. This is followed by a line for each of the supervisors. Finally, the author's e-mail address is given. Please use Word style sheet "E-Mail" (Helvetica 9- point bold).
If individual parts are not applicable, these are omitted.
If there is only one author, the middle of the three columns should be used for this. If there are two authors, use only two columns ("Page Layout > Columns > More Col- umns..." and select two columns here). If there are more than three authors, you will have to improvise.

The abstract uses the format template "Ab- stract" and should not exceed 175 words.
5 The Text Section
5.1 Normal Text
Please use the font Times New Roman in 9- point or another Roman font with serifs, which comes as close as possible to the type- face of Times New Roman. The aim is to have a 9-point text as you see it here.
Please use sans serif or non-proportional fonts only for special purposes, such as dis- tinguishing source code from text.
If Times New Roman is not available, try the font named "Computer Modern Roman". On a Macintosh system, use the font with the name Times.
5.2 Justification
For continuous text, use justification only and do not use flats. Justification should only be used for individual entries in the bibliog- raphy and for short bullet points.
For normal paragraph text, please use the Word style sheet "Standard".
5.3 Footnotes
Footnotes should be numbered consecu- tively with decimal numbers and appear at the bottom of each page. The "Footnote" for- mat template (Times New Roman 9-point justified font) should be used for footnotes.
5.4 Further Pages
For pages other than the first page, the text continues at the top of the page in double- column format. The two columns on the last page of the paper should be the same length if possible.
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5.5 Literature references
The "ACM reference format" is used for ref- erences. This is a numbered list at the end of the article, which is sorted alphabetically and formatted accordingly. You can see exam- ples of some typical references at the end of this document. Within this template, please use the style "Literature reference" for the text. Acceptable abbreviations for journal names can be found here:

The references are also in 9-point, but the section is a flattype. The references should be accessible to the public. Internal technical reports can be cited if they are easily acces- sible (e.g. you can include the address of the report you are citing). Proprietary infor- mation must not be cited. Private communi- cations should be explained, but must not be referenced (e.g. "[Müller, personal commu- nication]").
6 Tables and Figures
Place tables and figures in the text as close to the reference as possible (see Figure 1). Ta- bles, figures and images may be extended across both columns. Descriptions of tables and figures should be in Times New Roman 9-point bold type and should be numbered (e.g. "Table 1" or "Figure 2"). Figure cap- tions should be centered below the image and table captions above the table.

Photos should have a resolution of 300 dpi so that the quality is suitable for printing. Graphics should use 1200 dpi or be in a vec- tor-based format such as PDF. A list of illustrations is not provided.
7 Chapter
The heading of a section should be in Times New Roman 12-point font and written in bold. Use the Word style "Heading 1" for this. Sections and subsequent subsections should be numbered and left-aligned.
7.1 Subchapter
Please use the Word styles "Heading 1", "Heading 2", "Heading 3" and "Heading 4" for the headings.
7.1.1 Subsubchapter
Chapters on sub-levels should only appear if there are several chapters on this level, oth- erwise the text belongs to the higher level. The style sheet for 3rd order headings is "Heading 3";
7.1.1.1 Subsubsubchapter
The heading for sub-subsections should be in Times New Roman 11-point italics. The Word style sheet "Heading 4" does this for you.


7.1.1.1.1 Subsubsubsubchapter Fifth-order chapters (or more) should be avoided.
8 Submission and File Nam- ing
The paper should be submitted as a PDF file. All fonts used must be embedded in the PDF. Any deviation from the format specification, for example by adjusting the font, font size, line spacing, spacing between paragraphs, as well as deviations from the specified margin are expressly prohibited.
The file should be named with the last name of the first author. The submission of the pa- per or poster is done via Easy-Chair, more information can be found on our website.
